



NEXT STEPS FOR BUSINESS AND ACCOUNTING STUDENTS

Progression Opportunities from your Access to HE Diploma (Business and Accounting) at Tower Hamlets College onto University Degree Courses.

If you are studying on the Access to HE Diploma (Business and Accounting) you may be thinking about what to do after you finish your course.  
You have various options which will include employment, further study or both. One of your options is to study a university degree course.

Tower Hamlets College has an arrangement, called a progression with Birkbeck, University of London. This means that Birkbeck offers a guaranteed entry to graduates of the Access to HE Diploma (Business and Accounting) from Tower Hamlets College onto their courses in Management and Accounting and have connections with your tutors to support you if you are interested in applying.

What courses can you progress to?

There are two main types of degrees: an Honours Degree which is usually a three-year full-time course or four years part-time, and a Foundation Degree, which is a work-based qualification and is equivalent to the first two years of an honours degree, but which can be ‘topped up’ to an honours degree with further study.

Is a degree course right for you? 

A degree will enable you to develop your knowledge, skills and understanding of theory in your chosen area. In this way it is wider than a professional qualification. However, degree courses can also give exemption from certain professional requirements as well as the degree qualification itself.  

How to apply

Since Birkbeck undergraduate programmes are by part-time study, you need to apply directly to Birkbeck. 
Fees and Financial Support
The main sources of financial help for part-time students are a fee grant and a course grant – both of which are non repayable. There are also grants or bursaries which Birkbeck may be able to offer. For more information please see contact details below. 
Consider your future carefully

A degree course - ‘higher education’ - is only one of your options. If you do decide to apply to take a degree course you should do some research to find out about higher education generally, the range of courses on offer and universities and colleges where you can study.

You should also be aware that you can apply to any university and not just those involved in this progression agreement and you can also pursue routes into professional qualifications.
